· High School:  Must be a graduating senior with enrollment in a CTE program on the funding priority list. 
· Post-Secondary/University:  Must have completed at least 12 semester credits
· Preference will be given to applicants who are dues-paid members of and actively involved in a career and technical education student organization(s) (CTSO:  DECA/Delta Epsilon Chi, FBLA/PBL, FEA/Phi Delta Kappa, FFA, FCCLA, HOSA ,  Skills USA)  
· A member of ACTEAZ must recommend each applicant. An ACTEAZ member may recommend a maximum of two students.
Selection Criteria:  CTE Involvement, CTSO involvement, Letter of Interest,  Résumé, Letter of Recommendation, and Character Reference Letter.  (See Application Form for point values.)
